Utility Manager Mahoney stated that on September 27, 2021 all items were submitted to the WDNR. The Utility Commission should receive more information soon.

ii. Schmalz Stormwater Pond Grant Amendment Form for Reduced Treatment - For Discussion and Possible Action.

Utility Manager Mahoney stated that the WDNR grant for the Schmalz Stormwater Pond facility is $200,000 for the period January 1, 2021 to December 31, 2021. The property owner is not interested in the proposed (2.0 ac) pond but may consider a smaller (1.0 ac) pond on the property. The Town has asked the WDNR Grant Program if a smaller pond/reduced facility removals would affect the amount of grant funded, and if so, what is that reduction. 

The grant coordinator has directed the Town to provide a scope amendment to the grant and possibly a cost amendment. The amendment would then go before the grants team to determine if the change in the project would affect the score on the original application. If the grants team determines that the grant score would not have changed based on the smaller project area then the funding would not be reduced. 

Staff has sought clarification as to whether submitting the form would result in a formal amendment request or if submittal could be an advisory function for the grants team to review and provide information. 

The Utility Commission discussed the size of the pond and the amendment process to the grant.

Motion by Walsh/Reinke to approve the amendment to the WDNR grant application. Motion passed 5 to 0 by voice vote.

b) CTH N Stormwater Pond/Storm Sewer/Yard Waste Transfer Site Update
●	WDNR Stormwater Permit

Utility Engineer Majkowski stated that the WDNR Stormwater permit was submitted to the DNR for approval. The approval process normally takes two weeks.

●	Bid Opening October 7, 2021

The Town received about 7 bids for the project. The lowest bid was for $699,000 plus. 

●	Award bid at October 19, 2021 Town Board meeting
